Carlos Cardama: They add to
each other. All gaming activ-
ities complement each other
with the aim of meeting the
demands of society.

And there are those who
prefer to bet from their home
or wherever they are via their
mobile devices.

The activities are so linked that
today some of the main global
casino players also offer their
versions of online games
Today it is possible to bet at
Caesars, Hard Rock, MGM and
many other casinos directly
from the palm of your hand

Brazil has already set a good
example in legalizing sports
betting and online gaming

Now, we have to reinforce the
dissemination of truths about
this vertical, put an end to the
lies that have been told to try
to deconstruct a serious in-
dustry and move forward, not
only with regulation, but also
with the approval of casinos
and bingos in Brazil.

Carlos Cardama: It has to.
Gaming is entertainment and
all forms are very welcome.
Large integrated resorts
can boost tourism. while ur-
ban casinos can contribute
to hotel occupancy. Imagine
Gramadbo, in Rio Grande do
Sul, which has an excellent
hotel infrastructure, An urban
casino will guarantee even
more occupancy in existing
establishments. And this will
be repeated in other tourist
destinations. And in others, a
little more seasonal, you can
attract new visitors to guaran-
tee more constant occupancy.
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Misdemeanors Law, from the
405 of the last century, and the
legalization of casinos in the
country. This fight continues
today in the face of the fact
that prejudiced actors contin-
ue to point out that the activity
is linked to criminal practices,
such as money laundering, tax
evasion and other evils, They
say this because they do not
know the importance of the
sector as an economic activity
capable of generating billions
of reais in taxes and hundreds
of thousands of direct and in-
direct jobs.

But Brazil moved forward
and legalized sports betting,
a milestone for the country,
which since 2018 has been
working towards regulation,
which is now a reality. With
the installation of large glob-
al companies in Brazil, we will
become one of the largest
global powers in the segment.

Carlos Cardama: We are one
step away from this happen-
ing. Although Bill 2,234, which
legalizes all gaming verticals

in Brazil. was removed from
the Senate agenda for deep-
eranalysis by some ministries.,
it is a path of no return. After
this assessment by the gov-
ernment, | am sure that the
matter will soon be back on
the agenda and approved

It is worth highlighting that
the government itself is inter-
ested in legalization, as the
activity will promote invest-
ments of around R$100 billion
in Brazil and around R$20 bil-
lion per year in taxes. Not to
mention the countless direct
and indirect jobs, as | already
mentioned.

The main challenge is to over-
come the customs agenda,
which has always been very
strong. Religious people con-
cerned about the herd think
that society does not have
the ability to choose its en-
tertainment. And they claim.
to this end, that the activity is
linked to criminal practices
This is very foolish, since the
main global players are cor-
porations with shares listed
on stock exchanges around
the world and comply with the
strictest compliance rules

I have no doubt that when
legalization is approved.
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large corporations will come
to Brazil and invest in large
entertainment complexes,
bringing countless benefits to
society, in addition to boost-
ing tourism in the country.
Foreigners won't just come to
play. Whether you are in Brazil
for business or pleasure, you
can extend your stay to visit
one or another casino in the
most beautiful places the
country has to offer. Casinos
will be just another tool for the
tourism industry.

1 always like to cite an exam-
ple. Hard Rock International,
which began life as a cafe
in England in the 1970s, has
grown into a large corpora-
tion today owned by an in-
digenous American nation,
the Seminole. This generat-
ed numerous benefits for the
American tribe.

IN YOUR OPINION, WHAT

ARE THE MAIN LESSONS
THAT BRAZIL CAN LEARN
FROM THE REGULATION OF
PHYSICAL CASINOS IN OTHER
COUNTRIES, ESPECIALLY
THOSE THAT HAVE ALREADY
IMPLEMENTED SUCCESSFUL
MODELS?

Carlos Cardama: In all coun-
tries where the activity has
been legalized, the benefits
are clear. Of the G20, which
brings together the 20 main
world economies, only Brazil
and Indonesia do not have
legalized gambling. And | like

to remember that Indonesia
is a Muslim-majority country.
which makes it understanda-
ble, but not acceptable, that
the game doesn't exist.

Among the 38 countries that
make up the OECD. only
Iceland, as well as Brazil.
have not legalized gambling.
If the most important coun-
tries in the world have games,
why not Brazil? We are miss-
ing the opportunity to create
a sector that will only bring
benefits to society.

DO YOU BELIEVE THAT THE

BASED CASINOS CAN HAVE

A POSITIVE IMPACT ON THE

Carlos Cardama: Of course.
As | already mentioned, the
opportunities are immense.
Is it possible to imagine the
number of jobs that can be
generated in segments such
as architecture and construc-
tion, fumiture. air conditioning,
carpets, lighting, food and
beverages, clothing, stores
and many other types of en-
terprises? With the possibility
of opening around 40 large
casino projects, Brazil could
generate 1 million jobs

In addition to the
construction of new hotel de-
velopments, whether integrat-
ed resorts or urban casinos,
the entire tourism industry
will benefit. Some important
Brazilian cities would not even
need a large resort integrated
with a casino. Only the instal-
lation of a casino will increase
existing hotel occupancy.

CAMPAIGNS WITH CONTENT

Lucas Tylty: When thinking
about advertising campaigns,
the first step is to engage the
end listener with something
that impacts them emotion-
ally. Whether through humor
or something that creates a
shock. The way | like to do this
most is through the storytell-

ing trigger. For example, an
effective addiction prevention
campaign would, in the same
campaign, show a person
who was successful, having
fun and entertainment with
the game and another person
who lost everything. To gen-
erate emotion and awareness
to the point where the end
consumer understands that
fun can lead to extreme gain.
but that addiction can lead to
a person losing everything.
s0 they should lean more to-
wards fun than addiction,

Lucas Tylty: This is a very im-
portant and little discussed
topic. The best way to ap-
proach the topic of problem
gambling, in my view. is by
associating it with things pres-
entin society such as alcohol-
ism and smoking. By making
it clear that there are cases of
gambling addiction, people
can begin to self-reflect on
their own attitudes, to analyze
whether they are prone to ad-
diction or not.

Always without
promising winnings, making it clear that there
is a possibility of losing money and that the
main objective of the game is to have fun. That
when it stops being fun, it becomes danger-
ous and no longer healthy.

Carlos Cardama's team
remained united, working
behind the scenes in the sec-
tor and collaborating so that
all types of games achieved
the long-awaited legalization
and regulation.

Advances have occurred and
today the segment is seen as
a strong economic activity. If
before the subject was casino,
bingo and Jogo do Bicho, to-
day the sector has new and vi-
brant verticals, such as sports
betting, online games and

eSports, which join the fight in
search of a complete regula-
tory framework for games.

seriously by the federal gov-
emnment. rewarding those

The SPA had the mission of
rolling out all ordinances re-
quired to regulate the many
topics covered by the 2023
Law. Despite initial skepti-
cism. Secretary Dudena, who
took office in May, showed the
market that he was serious
and kept his promise by deliv-
ering the full set of ordinances
by the deadline of 317 July.

The main norm issued was
Ordinance N° 827/2024,
which laid down the feder-
al licensing process, having
established a transitional pe-
riod that would end on 31
December 2024 (during which
operators already accessing
the Brazilian market should
be allowed to remain active
during the licensing process),
when the first wave of licens-
es were to be issued, and that
applicants submitting their
applications by 20" August
would be included in such
wave if their applications sat-
isfied all necessary require-
ments. 113 applications made
it to this important check-
point, with more than 200
others (and counting) having
been submitted since then

Amidst the turmoil created by
the Brazilian public opinion,
which started to point fingers
at the industry as being re-
sponsible for losses in the re-

tail and banking sectors and
for enhanced family indebt-
edness. Secretary Dudena
was pressured for action, and
did so by issuing Ordinance
No. 1475/2024, which cut the
transitional period by three
months for operators that had
not applied for a license by 17"
September. It also announced
that a whitelist of authorized
websites would be issued at
the beginning of October for
applicant operators that by
30th September informed
the SPA of the websites they
intended to operate until 31
December. 101 applicant op-
erators had their websites in-
cluded in such whitelist:, with
thousands of unauthorized

websites being blocked by the
Brazilian Telecommunications
Agency (ANATEL), as request-
ed by the SPA

This frenzy also led to sev-
eral Direct Unconstitutional
Actions being filed with the
Supreme Court, aiming to
have the entirety of Law No,
14.790/23 (as well as Law No.
13.756/2018) being declared
unconstitutional. Justice
Luiz Fux was appointed as
the rapporteur of these ac-
tions and scheduled a public
hearing to be held in Brasilia
on 11" November to hear all
stakeholders involved. The
outcome of such hearing was
an order to anticipate the ap-
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plication of the regulations on
advertising, particularly in re-
spect of vulnerable persons
and minors

While such actions progress,
at the time of writing this ar-
ticle, the first wave of federal
licenses was expected for the
end of December 2024, These
will be valid as from 1** January
2025, the official launch of the
federal regulated market. And
what can we expect for 20257

Firstly, everyone is waiting
to see how many of the 113
operators having applied
for a federal license by 20th
August will have actually
made it to the finish line. With
some having pulled out from
the process and many oth-
ers probably not satisfying all
the requirements (including
paying the hefty BRL30 mil-
lion license fee), the expecta-
tion is that the initial number
of licensed operators will be
around 80 (it being noted that
«each operator can exploit up
to 3 brands per license)

One positive feature for 2025
will be numerous M&A and
Jjoint venture transactions oc-
curring (having commenced in
2024 with Flutter's acquisition
of a 56% stake in NSX Group,
the owner of Betnacional),
especially since many appli-
cants are said to have applied
for a license to monetize the
work put into obtaining a fed-
eral license, valid nationwide.

The market also awaits to see
how much channelization to
the Brazilian regulated mar-
ket will the above-mentioned
legal framework secure and
what measures the Brazilian
federal government will take
to curb the unlicensed mar-
ket, besides blocking illegal
websites. The blocking of PIX
payments appears to be the
most efficient tool available.

Another recent trend is the
onshoring of foreign B2B pro-
viders, triggered by licensed
operators urging their suppli-
ers overseas to incorporate
Brazilian subsidiaries so that
they can be invoiced locally
- to avoid exposure to forex
oscillation and heavy tax bur-
dens when paying invoices
issued by foreign companies.
This also provides local oper-
ators (and also bettors) with
greater protection from a con-
sumer law perspective, since
all agents in the supply chain
are jointly and severally liable
vis-a-vis Brazilian consumers
and B2B providers can, there-
fore, more easily be held liable
for any damages caused by
their offerings to the Brazilian
market.

It is in the consumer mar-
ket that operators (especially
subsidiaries of foreign new-
comers) will face probably
one of the most daunting
experiences of doing busi-
ness in Brazil: extensive litiga-
tion in the form of consumer
claims. Indeed, the Brazilian

Consumer Protection Code,
applicable to the relationship
established between opera-
tors and bettors, adopts the
concept of strict liability and
allows plaintiffs (consumers)
to take legal action where
they live (as opposed to doing
so in the judicial district where
the defendant loperatorl is
headquartered). as well as the
potential reversal of the bur-
den of proof. This means that
there will be a proliferation of
consumer claims nationwide,
which could potentially also
try to recover damages from
operators incurred prior to 1%
January 2025 (when operators
accessed the Brazilian mar-
ket from overseas), using the
concept of economic group
(curiously used in the re-
cently issued SPA Ordinance
1857/2024 governing the
transfer of data and funds to
Brazil from overseas).

In the light of the above, the
establishment of the Brazilian
regulated igaming market has
indeed been a rollercoaster
ride with many sharp turns
and ups and downs. In any
event and even knowing that
Brazil is not for beginners.
given the size of the Brazilian
market, operators and other
stakeholders appear to have
the appetite to buckle up and
bet on the high returns such
thrills will ultimately bring

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The Newly Established

A CAROUSEL OR ROLLERCOASTER
RIDE AND WHAT TO EXPECT IN 2025?

he excitement generated at the turn of

2023, with the enactment of Law No.

14,790/2023 (further regulating Law

No. 13.756/2018. which had legalized
fixed odds sports betting, and also legalizing
igaming) was short lived.

One of the first obstacles faced, particularly for
foreign operators, was the requirement intro-
duced by the 2023 Law for local operators ap-
plying for a federal license to have at least 20%
Brazilian ownership. Back in January 2023, | was
the first Brazilian lawyer to sustain that foreign
operators could overcome such entry barrier
by creating a local two-tier corporate structure.
This meant that they would first have to incor-
porate a wholly owned Brazilian holding com-
pany. which, as a Brazilian shareholder, could
then hold all the equity in a wholly owned sub-
sidiary acting as the operating company apply-
ing for the federal license. For the best part of
the first half of 2023, | was one of the few voices
advocating the legality of such structure, since

speculation had it that the federal regulator
would require a Brazilian individual to hold such
minority equity interest. Fortunately, towards
mid-2023, the Prizes and Betting Secretariat
(SPA). which became the body within the
Ministry of Finance responsible for issuing the
ordinances needed to regulate the 2023 Law,
confirmed that my understanding was correct,
thereby permitting foreign operators to move
forward and prepare for the licensing process.

Another obstacle that needed to be overcome
were President Lula's vetoes of the provisions
governing personal income tax payable by bet-
tors, which would mean operators having to
withhold from players personal income tax at
source. Fortunately, these vetoes were even-
tually overturned by Congress and the original
provisions determining that players will calcu-
late personal income tax due once a year, when
preparing their annual tax returns, at the rate of
15% over net winnings, prevailed. Surprisingly.
the Federal Tax Authority is yet to issue an ordi-

ADAPTING TO THE NEW
REGULATORY FRAMEWORK
REQUIRES STRUCTURAL
CHANGES IN OPERATORS.
WHAT ARE THE MOST
CHALLENGING ASPECTS OF
THIS TRANSITION, ESPECIALLY
IN RELATION TO LEGAL AND
COMPLIANCE AREAS?

Alexandre Aratjo: Every busi-
ness adaptation is challeng-
ing. because it requires a joint
effort from multidisciplinary
teams that have conflicting in-
terests. The commercial team
wantsto sell, the finance team
wants to save, legal and com-
pliance teams need to estab-
lish sufficient control to guar-

antee security and stability,
without harming the develop-
ment of the activity.

Thisis always the case, but this
takes on an exponential shape
when we are dealing with the
transition to a new regulated
market, in which all (or almost
alb business relationships will
be affected by new rules, new
limits and. above all. will be
subject to new supervision and
imposition of new penalties.

In this scenario of controlled
chaos, it is up to legal and
compliance, together, to or-
ganize the internal processes
that are valid in the pre-reg-

ulatory moment, adapting
whatever is necessary to en-
sure that they are accepted
immediately after. This is the
easy part, where we have
to do theoretical adaptation
work and establish rules and
procedures in line with the
regulations in place.

On the other hand, even with
the regulator's good work
@@nd it has been very good
so far), it was based on sev-
eral realities that do not nec-
essarily reflect the reality of
operators, especially from a
strictly operational and tech-
nological point of view. So it
is up to legal and compliance
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that the regulator requires the
receipt (almost in real time) of
information relating to trans-
actions carried out by author-
ized operations platforms

Part of the sector's structur-
ing is the connection via the
SERPRO system with the plat-
forms in order to guarantee
access to movements, which
requires a great effort of tech-
nological integration, on the
one hand, but guarantees
transparency and security for
everyone involved in the sec-
tor, especially the users.

At the end of the day, due
to the immense amount of
transactions and data that
are processed on platforms
every day, only technological
solutions can guarantee that
audits are effective and with
acceptable accuracy.

Authorized operators must
always keep their informa-
tion systems, database serv-
ers and integrations with all
service providers connected
to their platforms up to date,
investing in control and moni-
toring tools.

Bl tools directly connected to
their databases can provide
managers with real-time in-
formation vital to promoting
internal activities aimed at en-
suring a safer and more sus-

tainable environment for the
sector in its relationship with
its users and the various con-
trol bodies. who will maintain
a point of contact

WITH INCREASED REGULATION
AND OVERSIGHT OF THE
IGAMING MARKET IN BRAZIL,
HOW CAN COMPANIES
PREPARE FOR THE FUTURE,
ENSURING THAT THEIR
OPERATIONS REMAIN
COMPLIANT AND PROTECTED
AGAINST POSSIBLE LEGAL
RISKS?

Alexandre Aratjo: There is
no single answer and, obvi-
ously, each company has its
own interactions that must be
reflected in particular inter-
nal processes. but given the
multidisciplinary characteris-
tic of the sector, we can say
that integration between sec-
tors, mainly marketing, tech-
nology and legal/compliance,
is essential for business sus-
tainability.

Given the restrictions already
imposed on these activities
aimed at protecting minors,
preventing gambling and
over-indebtedness. and the
indispensable observation of
the entire legal and regulatory
framework, the need for inter-

nal sectors to be well trained
and absolutely connected.

AlLof this will serve to main-
tain a good and healthy re-
lationship with users and the
regulator and to prepare the
company for the challenge
of facing legal issues that will
certainly take up a large part
of the legal department’s time.

As a personal opinion, we
have a regulatory challenge
that stems from the regulator's
sensitivity to understanding
momentum and resisting the
impulse to hyper-regulate the
sector, accepting that there
is a need to accommodate a
market that is just beginning
and that we have good regu-
lation already in place, mean-
ing that there is no need for
new standards, but for adjust-
ing the application of existing
standards.

We need time to test and con-
firm hypotheses, obviously
always based on good faith,
mainly with communication
and exchange of experienc-
es, to allow for a sector that
is always evolving. strong in
principles and supervision, but
light on new regulatory and
legislative adjustments.
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to be closely connected with
the technology team, serving
as a guiding filter for the user
experience itself, in order to
guarantee the standards that
will be accepted in the regu-
lated environment

Maintaining this balance, how-
ever, is not only a challenge
for comparnies, but also for the
regulator who must maintain a
certain measure of parsimony
in applying the rules, under-
standing that, always aiming
to maximize their efficiency.
operationally there are many
difficulties to be defeated

Legal and compliance, there-
fore, have to assume the
role of intermediary transla-
tor between what regulation
wants and what the operation
achieves, and this is the great
challenge of the moment

of platform users. We have
a vast list of information that
must be collected in order to
guarantee, ultima ratio, that
we will have sustainable op-
erations both from the point
of view of responsible gaming
and to avoid the practice of
illicit and fraudulent conduct.

In this sense, and as in a mar-

ket/sector that operates with
a large volume of data, there
are several tools that must
be adopted by companies to
guarantee the security of their
customers' data

An effective data protection
program goes through sev-
eral operational levels, with
the implementation of internal
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control processes that range
from the creation of levels of
access to information to clear
rules for discarding docu-
ments and data, with dead-
lines, forms and means of stor-
age that they must be thought
of in a very specific way for
each business structure.

Furthermore, hiring techno-
logical tools that comply with
the best market practices and
that have high-level security
certifications help with the in-
tense flow of information that
is observed on betting indus-
try platforms.

On this topic, the regulations
include very important pa-
rameters to be observed by
operators, and all systems in-
tegrated into platforms must
be duly certified by laborato-
ries with renowned interna-
tional experience.

IN TERMS OF COMPLIANCE,

Alexandre Aratijo: Preventing
money laundering is a top-
ic of absolute interest to the
market, mainly because it is
essential to building a better
image of operators that are
often hastily (and mistakenly)
linked to the practice of illicit
conduct.

It is necessary to make it
clear that all serious opera-
tors around the world and, in
Brazil, those authorized, have
their own and independent
programs to prevent money
laundering

The most modern platforms
have internal tools for mon-
itoring transactions, in real
time, which activate attention
triggers for certain practices
that may be related to this
type of activity and which.
within a structure set up for
prevention, are subject to
analysis by agents. special-
ized in the topic

Brazilian regulation has its
own rules, including an exten-
sive list of “suspicious” activ-
ities that must be subject to

supervision by authorized op-
erators, in addition to defining
investigation procedures and
reports necessary both to the
regulator and to other control
bodies, such s, for example,
the COAF.

Therefore, bookmakers au-
thorized to explore the activity
in Brazil must have a special-
ized team, technological tools
capable of monitoring trans-
actions and observe the regu-
latory rules created to prevent
money laundering activities.
